	Description of tasks
	The training programme will be embedded in ongoing research projects that are being coordinated at IARC. The trainee will gain expertise in different aspects of large-scale international cohort studies and in the importance of standardisation for international dietary intake assessments.

More specifically the trainee will be involved in the following tasks:

- Include taxonomic names in the common GloboDiet food list

- Assist in complementing the current dietary intake databases with extra nutrient/food components

- Assist in several tasks embedded in the ongoing research projects (e.g. The European Prospective Investigation into Cancer and Nutrition (EPIC) study)
In addition, the trainee will get the chance to follow different types of courses that are being taught during her stay here at IARC (e.g. grant writing course, reference manager course, time management course, etc.).

	The trainee must have knowledge about food composition databases and dietary intake assessment methods that can be used in dietary surveys. The trainee must have the skills and competences to work in an international environment where the working language is mainly English. The trainee must also have the competences to speak sufficiently French in order to be able to communicate with the local population. A professional, responsible, ethical and deontological attitude is very important. Practical experience with statistical software packages like SPSS, SAS, R or STATA is an important advantage.
